HISTORY 
 

The Eastern Chalukyas ruled coastal Andhra from 700 to 1200, with 

Vengi, near Pedavegi village, as their capital. Historical evidences are found at 

the villages, Pedavegi and Guntupalli (Jilakarragudem). Eluru then became a 

part of the Kalinga Empire until 1471. Later it fell into the hands of the 

Gajapathis. In 1515 Sri Krishna Deva Raya captured it. After the fall of the 

Vijayanagara Kingdom, it was taken by the Sultan of Golkonda, Kutub 

Shah.[6] On 15 April 1925, West Godavari District was formed with Eluru as its 

headquarters and all the district offices and regional offices were set up in 

Eluru city. 

In Andhra Pradesh, the West Godavari district is the 19th largest in terms 

of area ,the district occupies an area of 7,742 km2 (2,989 sq mi) and has a 

population density of 509/km2 (1,320/sq mi), which is the fourth most densely 

populated district in the state. Its population growth rate over the decade 

2001–2011 was 3.45%.  It stands at first position in terms of literacy 

rate in Andhra Pradesh with 26,52,389 (74.63%) literates.20.6% of the district's 

population lives in Urban areas. 

The District is bounded by Khammam district on the north, Bay of 

Bengal on the south. The Godavari River separates East Godavari district on 

east and Tammileru River and Kolleru Lake separates it from Krishna district on 

the west. 
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WINGS OF THE ORGANISATION

Each activity in a wing is directed to facilitate and help the member in his own 

spiritual advancement. Although, the nature of activities undertaken under 

different wings appear to be distinct and dissimilar, but there is an inherent 

inter relationship amongst all the three wings.

Emergence of SSSSO in West Godavari   

BHAGAWAN’S VISITS 

Bhagwan’s Divine Lotus Feet sanctified the village of Kaikaram in 1952. This 

visit is lovingly remembered because that was the first visit of dear Lord to the 

West Godavari district. 

 Bhagawan’s first association was with Sri Davuluri Subbarao Garu’s Family and 

Sri Elisetty Satyam Garu’s Family, Swami initially visited their house and after 

the first Conference he told the devotees to start bhajan mandalis in the 

district.The First Bhajan Mandali started in Eluru in Geetha Bhavan which 

belonged to Sri Polisetty Govindarajulu garu. 

Later other Bhajan Mandalis were started simultaneously at various 

places like Maviduru, Marteru, Chebrole ,Mallipudi, Kaldhari, S.illindraparru, 

Satyavada and pangidigudem .At that time there were people like E.Satyam 

Garu, D.Subbarao Garu, Rama Rao garu , Govindarajulu   garu, Smt.Satyavathi 

Garu, Smt.KanthammaGaru, Sri  VenkataReddy  Garu, Sri IndereswaraRao 

Garu, Dr.K.Bhaskararao garu, Sri VenkataRao Garu, Smt.Hemalatha Devi Garu 

who played the key role in introducing SSSO to the devotees of the district. 

After the initiation of SSSSO in West Godavari, Bhagawan visited West 

Godavari district 4 times. On 04.04.1965, Bhagawan visited a village Satyavada 

to Smt Kanthamma garu ‘s house. There He climbed ladder and stood on a 

parapet wall and delivered His divine discourse which is fondly remembered by 

the West Godavari devotees even today. 

In the 1983, Bhagawan blessed Eluru devotees with His visit. Bhagawans 

aircraft landed around mid noon. Many devotees waited at the airport to 

receive beloved Lord. Seeing the love of devotees, Bhagawan walked without 

foot wear in that scorching Sun. Devotees bowed down to Bhagwan’s patience 

and sacrifice. Bhagawan inaugurated Sri Sathya Sai Rural Development Centre 

in the village S.Muppavaram. During the inauguration, Bhagawan said, 

“You all might have differences in opinions. But for the upliftment of 

your village you should all be one. One can achieve anything with 

unity. As SSSSO worked in unison, I have come. I am declaring that 



SSSSO will continue to work in unison to render many more seva 

activities. My blessings to you all.”  

  West Godavari devotees feel blessed to have Sri Sathya Sai 

Gayatri composer Brahmasri Ghandikoti Subramanya  Sastrygaru,  

author of TAPOVANAM parayana book Brahmasri Jandhyala 

Venkateswara Sastry garu, Prasanthi Nilayam Mahila Canteen 

incharge and Andhra Pradesh Mahila Convenor Smt.

Dr.K.Bhaskar Rao Garu, our Honourable District president, an 

ardent devotee was instrumental form of spreading of SSSSO 

throughout West Godavari. Bhagawan Himself praised Sri Bhaskara 

Rao Garu as Jnana Bhaskarudu. Bhagawan materialized Ring and 

Akshaya Vibhuthi to him.

HISTORICAL PLACES OF WEST GODAVARI DISTRICT 

Some of the religious destinations include, 

1.Dwaraka Tirumala 

Dwaraka Tirumala is a census town in West Godavari district . It is located 
in Dwaraka Tirumala mandal of Eluru revenue division. The Venkateswara 
Temple is a pilgrimage center for hindus, which is the abode of Lord 
Venkateswara. This is often referred by the locals 
as Chinna Tirupati . 

 

This highly revered shrine is regarded as the 
miniature form of 'Tirupati' or 'Chinna Tirupathi'. 
Actually, the temple was named after the great saint 
'Dwaraka', who took the initiative to place the idol of 
Lord Venkateshwara. Dwaraka (Saint) did strict 
penance on 'Valmikam' (ant hill) to bring the self-
manifested idol of Lord Venkateswara to this place. 
In fact, the village derived its name from the same 
temple. Sri Venkateshwara is regarded as Kaliyuga 
Vaikuntha Vasa', who is the dispeller of all worldly 
charms and attractions.  
 

 

2. Ksheerarama 

Ksheerarama is one of the five Pancharama 
Kshetras and is in Palakollu, state of Andhra 
Pradesh, India. Lord Shiva is known locally as 
Ksheera Ramalingeswara Swamy. The  
Sivalinga was established by Lord Vishnu. It is 
believed that staying one day in Kshirarama is 
equivalent to staying one year in Varanasi .It is 
one of the centrally protected monuments of 
national importance. It is one of the five 

powerful Shiva temples in Southern India that form the Pancharama Kshetram. 
Temple Complex as seen from the Main temple tower,palakollu 
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Sri Someshwara Janardhana Swamy Temple 

 

Somarama Temple of Gunupudi, Bhimavaram 

Sri Someswara Janardhana swamy Temple is 

considered as one of the Pancharama 

Kshetras.  The main contribution for temple 

construction was made by the King Chalukya 

Bheema during 4th century. The Shiva lingam 

is called someshwara as it is believed that this 

lingam has been installed by Lord Chandra. 

The colour of the linga is believed to change during full moon day and 

Amavasya. Over and above the Garbhalayam, Goddess Annapurna temple is 

situated, which is the speciality of this temple and cannot be seen anywhere 

else in India. This resembles the fact that Lord Shiva holds the Goddess Ganga 

on his head. To the East side of this temple, there is a Pushkarini pond which is 

also called Soma Gundam. Inside the temple, Lord Anjaneya Swamy, God 

Kumara Swamy, Navagraha, Sun God, Lord Ganesha can also be seen. 

 

Mavullamma Ammavari Temple 

Mavullamma Ammavari Temple in 

Bhimavaram is one of the Famous 

Temples in Andhra Pradesh. 
 

It is famous for its month long 

celebrations held in the month of 

January comprising so many 

cultural events organized by temple 

team., During the month long 

celebrations, the temple is fully illuminated with lightings and people around 

the entire West Godavarai as well as Andhra Pradesh will be present for visit 

the temple. 
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Maddi Anjaneya Swamy Temple

Temple is an ancient holy temple 

and a popular pilgrim center in 

Andhra Pradesh of South India. 

This temple is located at 

Jangareddigudem which is 51 km 

from Eluru.

Smt Gottumukkala Savitramma 

garu was blessed by Bhagawan 

with  Shiva linga. The Shiva linga 

was manifested by Bhagawan in 

her dream, When she woke up 

from dream, she saw the Shiva 

lingam in her hands . 

Pattiseema Veerabhadra Swamy Temple 

Sri Veerabhadra Swamy Temple 

is a Hindu pilgrimage center 

located at the middle of River 

Godavari on Pattiseema island of 

West Godavari district.  The 

temple is located on a hill in the 

middle of the Godavari River at a 

distance of 40 km from 

Rajahmundry, 25 km from 

Kovvur, and 120 km from Eluru. 

The famous temple of Sri Veerabhadra is picturesquely located on a hillock 

known as Devakuta Parvatha situated in the middle of the river Godavari. The 

presiding deity of Pattiseema Veerabhadra temple is Lord Veerabhadra swamy, 

the ferocious manifestation of Lord Shiva and the concert of the Lord is 

Goddess Bhadrakali.

Sadhana in the months of May June and July and also offered regular Prasanthi 

Seva in the month of November. 

600 amruthakalasams provided to the needy in the month of April 

Buttermilk distributed to Policemen serving in the hot summer. 

Rs. One Lakh worth household items were distributed to the stranded during 

West Godavari Floods. 

One house was constructed and given to an old destitute lady in Tadepalligudem  

During the COVID crisis innumerable seva activities were undertaken by 

various wings of the organization. They have been aforementioned separately.  

Homeopathy medicine to prevent COVID was distributed to the public 

especially in our adopted tribal villages like Pandirimamidigudem etc. 

Food for patient attenders in government hospitals under the name “Sri Sathya 

Sai Annapurna Seva Pathakamu” was restarted post COVID from Vijaya 

Dasami 

Vata Vriksham saplings from Prasanthi Nilayam were received with utmost 

reverence and their plantation took place as a festivity in all the samithies and 

major strategic locations in the district like Temples and Punya Kshetrams, 

educational institutions etc., 



Bhagawan’s 95th Birthday Celebrations happened in a very grand and pompous 

manner taking care of all the COVID restrictions and precautions.  

We, West Godavari Sai Bhaktas were fortunate enough to distribute delicious 

annaprasadam to all the inmates of the ASHRAM, sevadals, students and office
